Maria Cabrera, in addition to many loving nieces and nephews and their families.

She married the love of her life, Guillermo F. Rodriguez, in Santa Clara in 1957. They remained
happily married for 56 years until his passing in 2013. Rogelia lived a remarkable life; with
Guillermo by her side, they lived through the Cuban Revolution then established a life in exile for
themselves and their family with all the challenges that entailed. They lived in Miami and West
Palm Beach before relocating to El Salvador for many years, where they endured the political
unrest in that country. During their life together, Guillermo and Rogelia travelled extensively
throughout South America, Central America and Europe. Rogelia was happiest when surrounded
by her family and friends at gatherings in her home.

Rogelia was a devoted Catholic and a member of St. Raymond’s Catholic Church and the Legion
of Mary in Miami. Throughout her life, she was dedicated to working with the Church and its
many charities. She established a youth group at the Church of the Little Flower in Coral Gables,
later becoming a teacher and librarian at St. Theresa Catholic School. She also worked for several
years with the children at El Centro Mater in Little Havana.
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The family wishes to thank Carmen Perez and the dedicated staffs at L.as Mercedes ALF and
Mercy & Michael ALF who lovingly cared for Rogelia for many years. In her final moments, she
was under the care of Catholic Hospice Silver team.
